In our case, we
prioritized addressing the challenges that

Third country national (TCN) women face significant
barriers when accessing vocational training and
entering the job market, hindering their integration
and potential.

The barriers faced by TCN women are often
complex and stem from multiple root causes. These
include language barriers, cultural differences,
discriminative systems, negative attitudes towards
immigrants, lack of coordination among relevant
actors, and many more.

The complex and multifaceted nature of these
barriers call for a tailored and collaborative approach.
There is no one-size-fits-all solution to address the
issue. Therefore, we need to bring together all
relevant actors to develop targeted interventions that
consider the unique circumstances.

This framework aims to identify and address the
internal/personal and external/social barriers faced
by TCN women. It provides a unique and
collaborative lens to each barrier and proposes
practical mitigation actions to solve them.
